ELEXIO Update!

For those who do not know, Elexio is our computer database program we use here at Maple
Springs. Starting in January, we will be migrating into the new, improved version of Elexio.

Elexio holds our records such as:

1. Family names, addresses, phones, email and pictures which will be put in our directory, unless
you indicate what not to publish.

2. Confidential records, such as membership information, classes and church groups you are mem-
bers of, your role in the church is also in our system and not publicized. We aim to put other
information, such as emergency contact information in, in the future.

3. Financial records are kept in this system and are kept confidential and only viewable by our Fi-
nance Department.

Some things you need to know:

1. The OLD Elexio was called Elexio DELUXE and was BLUE.

2. The NEW Elexio is called Elexio COMMUNITY and is GREEN

3. You may see some changes in accessibility, but we are here for you! We will work out any kinks
that may come along.

4. You will see some changes in our website and weekly emails.

5. You will see a newer version of our church calendar on our website and be able to register for
events through it.

In the future:
1. You will be able to log in your attendance at church each week at a kiosk. Do not panic! It will

be as simple as finding your name and clicking
2. You will be able to check your child into a class/event and we will have all pertinent information

(i.e.: allergies, who may pickup, etc.) readily available to us.

Many more items have been available to us, but not in use. With the new upgrade, we want to use
it to 1tsd full capability!
